Community Benefits of Youth 
Volunteerism

- More likely to vote and donate to charity 
- More likely to participate in community 

activities   (than non-volunteering peers)

(Survey by: Corporation for National and Community Service)



- Age and geographical restrictions
- Need an accompanying adult to supervise
- Some volunteer training can be tedious, not relevant for 

young children
- Lack of awareness of local opportunities
- Pandemic related barriers 
- Lack of funds
- General apathy

Challenges for Youth Volunteerism 



- Identify responsible adult mentors willing to support the 
youth

- Increase Youth Leadership Opprotunities
- Establish Volunteer norms, complete organization specific 

training, review safety protocols.
- Collaborate with Volunteer Co-ordinators with organizations 

to create remote opportunities
- Give your best when you volunteer and the organization will 

trust your volunteers to be delegated future responsibilities.
